SAINT PETER AND
THE LORD JESUS CHRIST

“Launch out into the deep, and let down your netsfor adraught.” Luke 5:4.

Thisis what the Lord Jesus said to Simon Peter. Christ had used his boat
fromwhich to teach. Peter and hisfellow fishermen had fished all night without
catching anything. Now, with the sun high in the sky, the Master tests Peter
again. The Sea of Galilee was a good place for fishermen. There were many
cities on its shores and many men made their living fishing with nets in the
waters.

Simon Peter lived in Bethsai daand he usually fished with Andrew, hisbrother.
One day Andrew heard John the Baptist point out Jesus, saying: “Behold the
Lamb of God.” John 1:29.

Andrew brought Simon to Jesus. Jesus gave him a new name, Cephas,
which means “stones.” In the Scripturestherock isatype or sign of Christ.
In this way the Lord Jesus, by giving this name, revealed the fact that
Simon would be a son of God. He would be made a partaker of the Divine
Nature. | Peter 1:4. Now the L ord wasto try him again with acommand.

When Peter and the others obeyed, they caught a great quantity of fish.
Peter was so surprised that he said to Jesus: “ Depart from me; for | am asinful
man, O Lord.” Luke5:8. However, the Lord Jesustold Peter hewould becomea
fisher of men and later would be one of the twelve apostles. (Luke 6:14).

Asaresult Peter had the privilege of living three yearswith the Lord Jesus
Christ. One of the highlightsin thelife of Peter was when he confessed Christ
asthe Son of God. Jesus had asked His discipleswhat people said about Him.
Some said He was John the Baptist, others that he was Elijah and others said
Hewas Jeremiah.

“He saith unto them, But whom say yethat | am? And Simon Peter answered
and said. Thou arethe Christ, the Son of the Living God.” Matthew 16:15,16.

The Lord praised Peter for this, becauseit was arevelation from the Father.
The Lord then promised He, not Peter, would build His Church.

Peter’swordswere not alwaysdirected by the Lord. In the same chapter the
Lord taught His disciplesthat it was hecessary for Himto die and beraised on
the third day. Peter could not understand how the Son of God, the King of
Israel could be put to death. Then Peter began to rebuke Him, saying, “Beit far
from the Lord: thisshall not beunto Thee.” The Lord turned and said to Peter:
“ Get thee behind me, Satan: thou art an offense unto me: for thou savorest not
the things that be of God, but those that be of men.” Matthew 16:22, 23.
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Biography of Peter

Peter (alittlerock), also called Simon Barjona, and Cephas (the equivalent
of “asmall rock” inthe Syriac language.)

Matthew 16:16-19; Mark 3:16; John 1:42.

“He saith unto them, But whom say yethat | am? And Simon Peter answered
and said, Thou are the Christ, the Son of the Living God. And Jesus answered
and said unto him, Blessed art thou, Simon Barjona: for flesh and blood hath
not revealed it unto thee, but my Father which isin Heaven.

And | say also unto thee, that thou art Peter, and upon thisrock | will build
my church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail againstit.” Matthew 16:15-18.

Thereisin the Greek (the original language of the New Testament) aplay
upon the words, “thou art Peter (petros- literally, alittlerock), and upon this
rock (petra) | will build my church.” The Lord Jesus Christ doesnot promiseto
build His church upon Peter, but upon Himself, as Peter himself is careful to
say (I Peter 2:4-9).

While you are waiting for the return of your exams and the next course, look
up al the verses in the Bible under “Biography of Peter” and study them
carefully.

This was not the only occasion in which Peter erred in his sayings. When
the Lord wastransfigured and Mosesand Elijah appeared with Him, Peter said:
“Lord, itisgood for usto be here: if thou wilt, let usmake herethreetabernacles;
one for thee, and one for Moses, and onefor Elijah.” Matthew 17:4.

Peter wanted to honor Christ together with Moses and Elijah. God, however,
will not permit a person to be placed on the same level with His Son.

God spokedirectly from heavenin rebuke:

“Thisismy beloved Son, inwhom | amwell pleased; hear yeHim.” Matthew
17:5.

All theway up to the end of Hislife on earth, Christ taught that He would be
arrested and that all would flee. Peter just could not believe himself to be
capable of such cowardice. Even though all the others would forsake Jesus,
Peter would not. This was when the Lord pronounced the famous words:

“Verily | say unto thee, That this night, before the cock crow, thou shalt
deny methrice. Peter said unto him, “Though | should die with thee, yet will |
not deny thee.” Matthew 26:34,35.

They then went to the garden of Gethsemane where the Lord went apart to
pray. He left the disciples to watch and wait, but they went to sleep.

TheLordsaid, “ The Spiritindeed iswilling, but thefleshisweak.” Matthew
26:4..

When the crowd came to arrest Jesus, Peter still thought Christ should
defend himself so he cut of f the ear of aman. Jesus healed the man. It wasthen
that all the disciples fled and Peter followed at a distance.

Christ was taken to the palace of the high priest. There the priests accused
Him and spit in Hisface. Christ wasinsulted and hit and beaten.

Peter sat with acrowd of curious people around afire. There he denied the
Lordthreetimes. It wasthen that the cock crew and the L ord turned and gazed
on Peter. Peter remembered the words of the Lord and went out from the crowd
and wept bitterly. (Luke 22:60-62).

It was in this manner that the L ord went alone to the cross. “Who His own
self bare our sinsin Hisown body on thetree.” | Peter 2:24.

He cried out: “My God, my God, why hast Thou forsaken me?’ Matthew
27:46.

God had placed al of our sin on His Son. Christ then exclaimed: “It is
finished.” John 19:30.

This meant that everything necessary to save mankind had been done. The
Lord Jesus bowed His head and died.

On the third day, He was raised from the dead. Peter and John went to the
tomb and found it empty. It wasthen, that they understood. (John 20:8). Later
the Lord forgave Peter and restored him to service with the commission to feed
Hissheep. (John 21:15-17).
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We have seen that Simon Peter, the son of John, was agreat man. Hewasa
man, a human being, with many weaknesses - yet he became great. He was
made great by drawing near to the Lord Jesus Christ.

Peter called himself asinner. His sinswere pardoned because of hisfaithin
Christ. Thisisthe only basis that the Lord pardons the sin of anyone.

Christ died and finished Hiswork. | believeit. That is enough.

However, Peter, was more than aforgiven sinner. He later was an apostle
that the Holy Spirit used. It is essential that we hear what Peter has to say.
Throughout this course we will consider what Peter said and wrote while on
earth. He till says the same things today. May all men hear and believe what
Peter has to say!

“And| saw aGreat White Throne and Him that sat oniit, from whose
face the earth and the heaven fled away and there was found no
place for them. And | saw the dead, small and great, stand before
God; and the books were opened: and another book was opened,
which is the Book of Life: and the dead were judged out of those
things which were written in the books, according to their works.”
Revelation 20:11,12.
Those whose names are not written in the Book of Life will be thrown
into the Lake of Fire. From thishorrible place of punishment therewill never
be any escape.
“But thefearful and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers,
and whore-mongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall
have their part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone:

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Lesson 2

SAINT PETER AND
THE HOLY SCRIPTURES

QUOTE: “Encourage, therefore; and hel p those devout associ ations whose
purpose is to spread among the faithful the Holy Scriptures, principally the
Gospdls, and try with all zeal, that itsdaily reading be done among the Christian
families.” Thussaid The Most Holy Pontiff Pius X11 in hisdiscourse givenin
Romethe 30th of September of 1943.

True Christians have always believed in the inspiration and total, absolute
sufficiency of the Scriptures. But, what does Saint Peter say about the
Scriptures? We have seen that Peter was agreat man because he had been with
the Lord Jesus Christ. Many people today do not believe that the Bible is
inspired or that it is sufficient in every way. What did Saint Peter say? What
would he say if he were here today?

|.PETERQUOTED THEOLD TESTAMENT.
The Apostle Peter preached many times in Jerusalem and Caesarea. His
messagesarefoundin ActsChapters 1, 2, 3,4, 10, 11 and 15. Seventimesin
the first four chapters Peter quotes the Old Testament authors; Moses,
David and Joel. Peter believed those men were inspired by God and quotes
them to prove his conviction.
“But those things, which God before had showed by the mouth of al His
prophets, that Christ should suffer, He hath so fulfilled.” Acts 3:18.
Peter not only preached the Gospel several timesin the New Testament but
also wrotetwo lettersin the New Testament. In thesetwo lettersin the New
Testament Peter cites nine quotations from the Old Testament (L eviticus,
Psdms, Proverbs, |saiah). Peter never quoted from any other booksor sources.
Peter did what the Lord Jesus did very often --- referred to the authority of
the Old Testament by using it in histeaching and preaching. The Lord Jesus
Christ and most of the authors of the New Testament spoke of the Old
Testament as being inspired of God.

I1. PETER BELIEVED IN THE INSPIRATION OF THE NEW

TESTAMENT.
One day Peter, Matthew and John, and the other disciples were with the
Lord Jesus. He taught them many things that would take place after His
death. In the Gospel of John, chapters 14, 15 and 16, we read of these
things. The Lord taught Peter and the othersthat He would send His Spirit
to dwell with them. Christ also taught that the Holy Spirit would give the
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New Testament. Now, we have the New Testament and it is divided in
three sections.

Jesus said: “But the Comforter, whichisthe Holy Ghost, Whom the Father
will send in my name, He shall teach you all things, and bring all things to
your remembrance, whatsoever | have said unto you.” John 14:26.

The Holy Spirit helped the Apostles to write down the Words of Christ.
Matthew and John were present when most of the events occurred. Mark
was an eye-witness to the latter part of the earthly ministry of Christ. It is
believed that Peter helped him with some of the accounts in the Gospel of
Mark. Others assisted Luke, but all wrote just exactly as the Holy Spirit of
God led and inspired.

“When He, the Spirit of Truth, iscome, Hewill guideyouintoall Truth: for
He shall not speak of Himself; but whatsoever He shall hear, that shall He
speak: and He will shew you thingsto come.” John 16:13.

Here the Lord promised His disciples that they would know the Truth.
This Truth hasbeen givento usin the 21 | etters of the New Testament. Peter,
James, John and Jude were with the Lord. Paul, the author of 14 letters, was
converted at alater date.

In John 16:13 Christ also said that the Holy Spirit would “ shew you things
to come.” The Revelation, written by John, speaks especialy of future
happenings. Peter also wrote of things to come.

I1l. PETERTAUGHT THAT THE BIBLEISINSPIRED.

Not only did Peter refer to Old Testament passages as inspired, he also
taught thetruth of inspiration. “ Of which salvation the prophets haveinquired
and searched diligently, who prophesied of the Gracethat should come unto
you: Searching what or what manner of timethe Spirit of Christ whichwasin
them did signify, when it testified beforehand the sufferings of Christ, and
the Glory that should follow.” | Peter 1:10,11. This teaches clearly that the
Holy Spirit guided the prophetsin what they wrote, even when they did not
understand everything. Christ also said of the Holy Spirit:

“Heshall glorify me.” John 16:14.

We should always ook for figures, symbols and types of Christ when we
read the Old Testament.

In his second letter, the Apostle Peter teaches, “We have also amore sure
Word of prophecy.” He was referring to the fact that the written Word was
even more important than His spoken Word.

“Knowing this first, that no prophecy of the Scriptures is of any private
interpretation. For the prophecy came not in old times by the will of man: but
holy men of God spake asthey weremoved by theHoly Ghost.” |1 Peter 1:20,21.
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the believer have to worry about whether his sin has been taken away. The
believer doeshaveto be careful about his conduct and behavior. Thebeliever
is a child of God and should act like a child of God. If a child of God
disobeysthe Father, he will be punished in thislife. Asachild of God, itis
ajoy to bein the presence of the Father.

If abeliever sins, he does not ceaseto be achild of God, but he doeslose
his joy and communion with the Lord. It is aloss of joy and a break of
fellowship --- not aloss of eternal life.

Peter speaks of the need of the Churchto judgeitself -- that isto examine
itself carefully.

“For the timeis come that judgment must begin at the house of
God: and if it first begin at us, what shall the end be of them that
obey not the Gospel of God?’ | Peter 4:17.

Thisisself-judgment that leadsto confession of sin. Paul cautioned that
this type of judgment or examination is necessary before partaking of the
Lord's Supper.

“But let aman examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread,
and drink of that cup. For if wewould judge ourselves, we should
not be judged. But when we are judged, we are chastened of the
Lord, that we should not be condemned with the world.” |
Corinthians11:28, 31-32.

The judgment upon the unbeliever in throughout all of eternity. The
chastisement or correction of the Father isupon His children and isto help
them towalk and liveright in and before the world.

“For whom the L ord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth every
Sonwhom Herecelveth.” Hebrews 12:6.

All true children of God will experiencethe disciplining of the Father, if
they disobey his Word.

“If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons;
for what son is he whom the father chasteneth not?” Hebrews
12:7.

Sometimes, chastening is not easy to endure, but, it isfor our good, and
asign of the Love of the Father. Joy and peace followsthe correction of the
Lord.

“Now no chastening for the present seemeth to be joyous, but
grievous: nevertheless afterward it yieldeth the peaceable fruit
of righteousness unto them which are exercised thereby.”
Hebrews12:11.

There aretimes that we suffer pain or loss because the L ord wants usto
separate ourselves from something that He is not pleased with. There can
bemany reasonsfor suffering. A child of God will aso suffer smply because

he belongs to the Lord.

Lesson 10

THE JUDGMENT OF GOD

“Who shall give account to Him that is ready to judge the quick and the
dead.” | Peter 4:5.

Saint Peter taught in thisverse that God is prepared to judge everyone that
iswithout Christ both the living and the dead. God the Creator of heaven and
earth and of al human beings, has given to men a free will but He has the
authority and the right to say what | should and should not do. God, in His
Word, revealswhat isright and correct, and warns of judgment.

The judgment of God operatesin four principal areas.

. THEJUDGMENT OF GOD UPON SIN.

When Adam and Eve rebelled against God, their natures became sinful.
A sinful nature has been transmitted to the entire human race. Besidesthis,
every single person sins against God by choice, even though they know
the result is death.

“For the wages of sinisdeath; but the gift of God is eternal life
through Jesus Christ our Lord.” Romans 6:23.

Why did God create man knowing that hewould sinand bejudged? God
had already decided to provide a Sacrifice so that men could be saved. God,
in the Person of His Son, made away of escape.

“Who His own self bare our sinsin His own body on the tree,
that we, being dead to sins, should live unto righteousness. by
whose stripesye were healed.” | Peter 2:24.

Christ voluntarily accepted the responsibility for our sins which made

Hisdeath anecessity. After the death of Christ, God rai sed him from the dead.

“Who by Him do believe in God, that raised Him up from the
dead, and gave Him glory; that your faith and hope might bein
God.” | Peter 1:21.

God aso decreed that the Lord Jesus Christ, His Son, would be the
Judgeof al men.

“For the Father judgeth no man, but hath committed all judgment
unto the Son: That all men should honour the Son, even as they
honour the Father. He that honoureth not the Son honoureth not the
Father which hath sent Him.” John 5:22-23.

1. THEJUDGMENT OF THEBELIEVER.

The guilty sinner that comes to Christ for mercy receives immediate
pardon of sin. The believer will never bejudged for hissinsbecause Christ
took al those sinsto the cross of Calvary. At the moment of faithin Christ,
that person is born again---born into the family of God. Never again does

On one occasion the Apostle Paul had to rebuke Peter. Both Paul and
Peter preached that salvation is by Grace. However, some Jerusalem Jews
followed after Paul saying that it was necessary to do certain thingsin order
to be saved. Peter had been afraid of these Jews. Paul had said:

“But when Peter was cometo Antioch, | withstood him to theface, because
hewasto be blamed. For beforethat certain camefrom James, he did eat with
the Gentiles: but when they were come, he withdrew and separated himself,
fearing them which were of the circumcision. But when | saw that they
walked not uprightly according to the truth of the Gospel, | said unto Peter
beforethem all, If thou, being aJew, livest after the manner of the Gentiles,
and not as do the Jews, why compellest thou the Gentiles to live as do the
Jews?’ Galations2:11,12,14.

The Apostle Peter realized that Paul wasright. It is of utmost importance
to never give any reason that might make people believe they can be saved
by their good works. L ater Peter spoke highly of Paul and hisletters. Actually,
Peter put the writings of Paul on the samelevel astherest of the Scriptures.



LESSON 3
SAINT PETER PREACHES
HIS FIRST SERMON

“For these are not drunken, as ye suppose, seeing it is but the third hour of
theday.” Acts2:15.

Thiswas Peter’s answer to the people of Jerusalem when they accused the
disciples of being drunk. Actually they were full of the Holy Spirit, but these
people could not understand it.

Many today makefun of Christians. Othersare simply indifferent and eternal
thingsarejust not important to them. Not everything of areligious natureisthe
truth. There are many that professto be servants of God who live very wickedly.
The only way to really know is by the Word of God. Aswe have seen, all that
aretrue Christiansbelievethat the Bibleisinspired, isinfalibleand iscompletely
sufficient initself, as Peter believed.

What really happened on this day in Acts chapter two? The Lord had
promised:

“1f any man thirst, let him come unto me, and drink. He that believeth on me,
asthe Scriptureshath said, out of hisbelly shall flow riversof living water. (But
this spake He of the Spirit, which they that believe on Him should receive: for
the Holy Ghost was not yet given; because that Jesus was not yet glorified.)”
John 7:37-39.

For every individual there are three steps:

1. Cometo Christ.
2. Drink of the Water of Life.
3. Let the Truth flow to others.
There are three great events that had to take placefirst.
1. Christ had to beglorified.
2. The Spirit had to be given.
3. Thebelievers had to receive the Spirit.

Several times Christ had promised to send His Spirit. He promised to pray
that the Holy Spirit might be given:

“And | will pray the Father, and He shall give you another Comforter, that He
may abidewith you for ever.” John 14:16.

These promiseswere fulfilled fifty days after the death of Christ. The Holy
Spirit came on the day of Pentecost.

Peter and the other Apostles were witnesses to the resurrection of Christ
from the dead. They saw Him and heard His Words for forty days before He
returned to heaven. It was not enough that the Son arose from the dead. The
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Itisnot part grace and part works. If onetrustsin any manner in works,
he does not understand the true Grace of God. Why not renounce all
confidencein your own efforts and trust once and for al completely inthe
finished work of Christ for salvation. Take God at his Word and trust Him
completely.

“Then said they unto Him, What shall we do, that we might work
the works of God? Jesus answered and said unto them, Thisis
the work of God, that ye believe on Him whom He hath sent.”
John 6:28,29.

We must not only believein the Grace of God, but we must also grow in
the grace of God.

“But grow in the grace, and in the knowledge of our Lord and
Saviour Jesus Christ.” |1 Peter 3:18.

At themoment of faith in Jesus Christ one experiencesthe grace of God. We
learn to appreciate the Grace of God more and more aswe read the Word of God
and pray every day. Aswelearn more about the Lord Jesus Christ, wegrow in
grace. The grace of God istruly the most marvelousthing in all the world.

What about those who reject the Grace of God?

“How shall we escape, if we neglect so great salvation which at the
first began to be spoken by the Lord, and was confirmed unto us by
them that heard Him.” Hebrews 2:3.

There is no hope for those who refuse to accept Christ. One can never be

saved on the basis of works, religion or anything else apart from Christ.
“How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal
Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience
from the dead worksto serve theliving God?’ Hebrews 9:14.

Why not trust Jesus Christ right now as your only and all-sufficient Lord
and Savior?

“For by grace are ye saved through faith.” Ephesians 2:8.



Peter calls himself awitness of the Suffering of Christ, and also a

partaker of Hisglory:
“ A witness of the sufferings of Christ, and also apartaker of the
glory that shall berevealed.” | Peter 5:1.

Christ suffered intheworld and we suffer also herein theworld. The

Glory isfuturefor us.
“But the God of all grace, who hath called us unto His eternal
Glory by Christ Jesus, after, that ye have suffered awhile, make
you perfect, stablish, strengthen, settle you.” | Peter 5:10.

1. THE SECOND COMING OF CHRIST.

Peter hastaught usthat Christisin Glory at theright hand of His Father.
The people of thisworld rejected the Son of God, insulted Him and crucified
Him. God has planned for His Son to be vindicated and glorified here on
earth one day. Therefore it is necessary for Christ to come again. The Old
Testament Prophets and the New Testament Apostles wrote much about
the coming of Christin Glory. The Lord Jesus Christ al so taught about this.
Today there are many mockers and scoffers of the Second Coming of our
Lord. Peter prophesied of those that would ridicule.

“Knowing this first, that there shall come in the last days scoffers,
walking after their own lusts, and saying Whereisthe promise of His
coming? for since the fathersfell asleep, al things continue as they
were from the beginning of thecreation.” |1 Peter 3:4.

Itistruethat we do not know when the Lord will come back. But we can
be very sure that He is coming. What should we do to be ready for his
appearing? Peter tells us:

“Wherefore, bel oved seeing that ye look for such things be diligent
that ye may be found of him in peace, without spot, and blameless.”
Il Peter 3:14.

I1l. THE GRACE OF GOD.

Peter sayswe should be found spotless and blamel ess before God and at
peace with ourselves and our fellow man at His coming. Peter also tellsus
how we can do this. It is not by our good works, regardless of how sincere
and important they may appear to be. It issimply by the Grace of God.

Peter testified:

“1 have written briefly, exhorting and testifying that thisis the true
Grace of God whereinyestand.” | Peter 5:12.

What is grace? It is the opposite of works. It is something we do not
deserve nor can earn or purchase in any manner.

“And if by grace, then it is no more of works: otherwise graceisno
moregrace.” Romans 11:6.

Father had determined that His Son would be glorified. Notethat what mankind
did to Christ, God the Father counteracted.

Man rejected the Son...God received the Son.

Man took Hislife...God restored Hislife.

Man insulted Him...God honored Him.

Man hanged Him on across...God put Him on athrone.

So when Christ was glorified and seated on the right hand of the Father, the
Holy Spirit was sent or given on the day of Pentecost. The prerequisite given
to the disciples was that of waiting. The Spirit had descended in the form of a
doveuponthelLordin Matthew 3:16. On the day of Pentecost “there appeared
unto them cloven tongues like as of fire.” Also “there came a sound from
heaven as a rushing mighty wind.” “And they were al filled with the Holy
Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them
utterance.” Acts2:4.

Some of the people present that day in Jerusalem wereignorant of the power
of God, and mistakenly thought the disciples were drunk. Peter stood and
answered that it was only ninein the morning. (Acts 9:15). He then proceeded
to explain from the Scriptures what had really happened. First Peter repeated
thewords of the Prophet Joel: “ And it shall cometo passinthelast days, saith
God, I will pour out my Spirit upon all flesh.” Acts2:17.

Peter then preached Christ to all that were present. “Ye men of Israel, hear
thesewords; Jesus of Nazareth, aman approved of God among you by miracles
and wonders and signs, which God did by Him in the midst of you as ye
yourselves also know; Him, being delivered by the determinate counsel and
foreknowledge of God, ye havetaken, and by wicked hands have crucified and
dain; whom God hath raised up, having loosed the pains of death: because it
was not possible that He should be beholden of it.” Acts 2:22-24.

Hundreds of years before, David had said: “Because thou wilt not leave
my soul in hell, neither wilt Thou suffer Thine Holy Oneto see corruption.”
Acts2:27; Psalms 16:10.

Explaining this, Peter affirmed that the body of David wasin the tomb and
certainly already in a state of decomposition. David, writing by Divine
Inspiration, was speaking of the body of Christ. Christ's body had beenin the
tomb but did not experience corruption. David a so, hundreds of years before,
pronounced what God would say to His Son: “The Lord said unto my Lord, Sit
Thou on my right hand, until | make Thy foes Thy footstool.” Acts 2:34,35.

When Christ had finished His work, God told Him to sit where He would
glorify Him. Christ is now seated on the right hand of God the Father. His
enemieswill bow downto Him.

The sermon of Peter impressed the people. They weretouched and convicted
intheir heartsand said, “Men and brethren, what shall wedo?’ Peter proclaimed:
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“repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the
remission of sins.” Acts2:38.

Three thousand people responded in repentance and faith. God pardoned
their sinsand they received the Holy Spirit. God isready to do the sametoday.

Many people are baptized without repenting of their sins. Repentance is
more important than baptism. The thief on the cross repented of his sins but
was not baptized.

“And Jesus said unto him, Verily | say unto thee, Today shalt thou be with
mein paradise.” Luke23:43.

Today you can rejoiceinthefact that the Lord Jesus Christ died for our sins
and rose again from the dead. Helives and is seated on the right of His Father.

Why did Christ send the Holy Spirit to live in our hearts? The work of the
Holy Spirit is to keep us from sin. The Lord Jesus not only pardons our sin
when we repent and believe but also keeps us from falling into sin. The Lord
not only saves us from the penalty of sin but also savesfrom the power of sin.
“For sin shall not have dominion over you.” Romans 6:14.

Thisisvery important. | realizethat | am asinner, rebellious before God, and
that my sinswill send meto Hell. | repent and cry out to God for pardon and
forgiveness. God can forgive me because Christ took upon Himself my
punishment. But many times our joy turns to sadness because we yield to sin
again. Itisnot God'swill that we practice sin. He givesusHis Spirit to help us
in the time of temptation. This salvation can be yours today through Christ.
Why not accept Him now?

Lesson9

WATCH AND PRAY

We have seen that Peter was a great man, an Apostle who was inspired by
God. Asaman Peter made mistakes but his Epistleswere given by God and are
without error. The Truth of God never changes. Nothing can be added to or
taken from the Word of God. TheHoly Bibleisafull and complete Revelation
of God for today. All men should listen to the Apostle Peter, aswell asthe other
writersof theBible.
|. THE GLORY THAT FOLLOWS SUFFERING.

Before His death, Christ taught His disciplesthat it would be necessary
for Himto dieand that Hewould be resurrected. The disciplesknew that He
was the king of Israel and could not understand how He could die. Peter
was a spokesman for the other disciples when he rebuked Christ for that
teaching. Christ answered Peter:

“ Get thee behind M e, Satan: thou art an offenceunto me.” Matthew 16:23.

Peter just could not understand, that even for Christ, suffering had to
come first and then the glory. Peter did understand this after Christ was
raised from the dead. We can see in the First Epistle of Peter that hereally
learned and understood this lesson.

A. The Prophets prophesied the Sufferings and Glory of Christ.
“ Searching what, or what manner of time the Spirit of Christ which
was in them did signify, when it testified beforehand the sufferings
of Christ, and the Glory that should follow.” | Peter 1:11.

B. AstheLamb, Christ died, but God; “Raised Him up from the dead,
and gaveHim Glory.” | Peter 1:21.

C. Christin“Hisownself bareour sinsin Hisown body onthetree,” but
now in Glory is* The Shepherd and Bishop of our Souls.” | Peter 2:24.

D. Christ died once and for al for our sins, the Just for the unjust, and

now Heis:
“Gone into heaven, and is on the right hand of God; angels
and authorities and powers being made subject unto Him.”
| Peter 3:22.

Thissame order of events, first suffering and afterward Glory, applies

just as well to us today:
“But rejoice, insomuch asye are partakers of Christ'ssufferings;
that, when hisglory shall berevealed, ye may be glad also with
exceedingjoy.” | Peter 4:13.
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“This second epistle, beloved, | now write unto you; in
both which | stir up your pure minds by way of remembrance: that
ye may be mindful of thewordswhich were spoken before by the
Holy prophets, and of the commandment of us the apostles of the
Lordand Saviour.” |1 Peter 3:1,2

B. Christisalso the Bishop of each Church. In Revelation chapters 2
and 3 Christ examines His churches. Some were especially
commended and received rewards. Some were not living according
to the Word of God. He spoke of one church: “ So then because thou
art lukewarm, and neither cold nor hot, | will spue thee out of my
mouth.” Revelation 3:16

Onthejob, inthehome, and inthe church, everything should

be according to the Word of God. This will please Him who gave
Himself for us.

Lesson4

SAINT PETER AND THE PRIESTS

“Then Peter said, Silver and gold have | none; but such as| havegivel thee:
In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth rise up and walk.” Acts 3:6.

AsPeter said these words, hetook the lame man by theright hand and lifted
him up. Immediately his feet and ankle bones received strength. He began to
leap and walk and praise God.

After the extraordinary events of Actschapter 3, Peter and John went to the
Temple to pray. They saw this man who had been lame from birth. He was
begging alms when Peter passed and was instrumental in his healing.

This great miracle caused much excitement and brought together a great
crowd of people. Peter took advantage of the opportunity to preach and glorify
theLord Jesus Christ. Hetestified that it was not their own power that brought
about the healing.

“The God of Abraham, and of Isaac and of Jacob, the God of our Fathers,
hath glorified his Son Jesus; whom ye delivered up, and denied Him in the
presence of Pilate, when he was determined to let him go. But ye denied the
Holy One and the Just, and desired a murderer to be granted unto you; And
killed the Prince of Life, whom God hath rai sed from the dead; whereof we are
witnesses. And Hisnamethrough faith in His name hath made this man strong,
whom ye see and know: yea, the faith which is by Him hath given him this
perfect soundness in the presence of you all.” Acts 3:13-16.

The Apostle Peter, inspired by God, focuses on the Name of the L ord Jesus
Christ. Christ is the One whom God the Father delights to honor and God
allowed thismiracleto glorify His Son. Peter, calling on the name of Jesus, told
the man to rise and walk. To the crowd, Peter announced that the miracle was
donein Christ'sName; “through faithin HisName.” The crowd was given the
Good News. If they would repent and be converted, their sinswould be wiped
away. Many were heavy in spirit because of their sins. A just God has to
punish those who break His Laws. But Peter, with the authority of God, tells
them that their sins can be completely done away with. How could this be?
Peter did not say they could suffer a while and thus pay for their sins. Peter
simply says. “Repent ye therefore, and be converted, that your sins may be
blotted out.” Acts 3:19. God can do this because of what Christ did on the
cross. We shall continue to learn more about the salvation God offers.

The Sadducees did not believe in the resurrection and the priests did not
like to be accused of the death of the Son of God. As aresult Peter and John
were arrested and put in jail. Those who do not want to listen to the truth
alwaysfind it easy to turn to violence to shut the mouth of those that preach.
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The next day the high priest questioned Peter and John: “ By what power, or by
what name, have ye done this? Then Peter, filled with the Holy Ghost, said unto
them, Yerulersof the people, and eldersof Isradl; Beit knownuntoyoudl, andto
all the people of Isradl, that by the Name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom ye
crucified, whom God hath rai sed from the dead, even by Him doth thisman stand
here before you whole.” Acts4:7,8,10. Peter does not stop with just exalting the
Name of Jesus. He asserts that salvation cannot be found in any other name.

“Neither isthere salvation in any other: for thereis none other Name under
heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved.” Acts4:12.

Christisthe only onethat was crucified for our sins; the only One Who was
raised from the dead for our sins. Peter pointedly declaresto all that salvation
cannot befound in any other name - be it man, woman, saint, angel or evenin
Peter himself. If Peter werein the world today, he would till declare the same
truth and the same message. He was inspired by God on that occasion and
continues to speak to usthrough the Bible with the same message today. After
the death of some men it has been discovered that they were in error and did
not speak the truth. However, because Peter was inspired by God thereis no
contradiction in his message.

“Jesus saith, | am the Way, the Truth, and the Life: no man cometh unto the
Father, but by Me.” John 14:6.

There is no person, regardless how great a sinner, that cannot be saved by
the power of Christ. The priests were responsible for the death of Christ but
they could have been saved. They would not recognize Him as the Saviour of
theworld. The Name of Christ issufficient to save whosoever will cometoHim
today. We do not need someone or something else. Christ can save today! Do
you believein Him?

“For there is one God, and one Mediator between God and man, the man
Christ Jesus.” | Timathy 2:5.

Asthereis only one Saviour, Christ Jesus, so there is only one Mediator,
Christ Jesus. Heis perfect and all-sufficient. Christ is able or adequate - thus
thereisno need for His mother, asaint or an angel to interveneto Him. Christ
in heaven now is our Mediator, Intercessor and Advocate-Attorney.

As Mediator He brings men to God. Because of sin, no man can appear
before God. But CHRI ST, who was perfect man and God, takes our cause and
case before God the Father. He understands us and our need. We do not need
anyone elseto take usto God. Heisthe ONLY ONE that can.

If you will come to Christ, He will make you a child of God. You will
receive anew nature that will cause you to want to please God. Daily help
is necessary or we will return to sin. For this reason the intercession of
Christ isimportant:
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of the everlasting covenant, Make you perfect in every good
work to do Hiswill, working in you that whichiswell pleasingin
His sight, through Jesus Christ; to whom be glory for ever and
ever. Amen.” Hebrews 13:20-21.
The work of the Great Shepherd is to help the sheep do the will of
God. Heis ever ready and ever present to help.
C. TheChief Shepherd
Peter heard the Lord call Himself the Good Shepherd. He also knew
that Christ was coming back to rule and reign in thisworld one day.
When the Lord returns, He will reward those who have served
faithfully. Thisreward isnot eternal life or aplacein heaven. Eternal
lifeisagift from God. Rewardsaregiven only to believersfor service
or faithfulness. There is a special reward for Pastor-Shepherds that
havefaithfully cared for theflock. Thiswill be given upon Hisreturn.
Thisrewardiscalled “acrown of glory.” Thereare other crownsand
rewardsthat all believers can receive by being faithful and serving.

Peter called Christ the Shepherd and the Bishop of our souls. Heisalso
the Bishop of the Churches. The word “bishop” means overseer or
supervisor. Christ, as our Shepherd and Bishop, keeps, guides and feeds
us.

SAINT PETER AND
THE BLESSED MOTHER

Mary, the mother of our Lord, enjoyed a truly blessed position. She was
chosen by God to be mother of the Lord Jesus. Gabriel, the angel, was sent to
reveal to her what was to happen.

“And the angel said unto her, Fear not, Mary: for thou hast found
favor with God. And behold, thou shalt conceive in thy womb, and
bring forth aSon, and shalt call His name Jesus. He shall be great, and
shall be called the Son of the Highest.” Luke 1:30-32.

Mary asked how this could be as shewas avirgin. Theangel explained that
the child would be conceived by the Holy Ghost. Her answer was:

“Behold the handmaid of the Lord; be it unto me according to Thy
Word..” Luke 1:38.

Afterward, she went to see Elizabeth, the mother of John the Baptist. When
Elizabeth saw Mary shecried out loudly:

“Blessed art thou among women and blessed isthe fruit of thy womb,
And whenceisthisto me, that the mother of my Lord should cometo
me?’ Like1:42,43.

Mary’s answer was:

“My soul doth magnify the L ord, and my spirit hath rejoiced in God my
Saviour.” Luke 1:46,47.

From these verses welearn that God honored Mary; Gabriel honored Mary
and Elizabeth honored Mary. Mary glorified God and called Him her Savior.

Incaling God or Christ Saviour, Mary did exactly what Peter did (Acts5:31);
what Paul did (Acts 13:23); what John did (I John 4:4); and what Jude did
(verse 25) Every human being needs a Saviour and Christ isthe Saviour of all
andfor al.

Did Peter ever speak with Mary? We know that on many occasions they
were together but none of their conversations are recorded in the New
Testament.

CHRIST OUR SHEPHERD AND BISHOP

We have seen in other lessons that Christ is our Mediator, our Intercessor
and our Advocate. In this lesson we will learn that Peter called Christ our
Shepherd and our Bishop.

“For even hereunto were ye called: because Christ also suffered for
us, leaving us an example, that ye should follow in His steps: Who did
no sin, neither was guile found in his mouth: Who, when He was
reviled, reviled not again; when He suffered, He threatened not; but
committed Himself to Him that judgeth righteously: Who His own self
bare our sinsin His own body on the tree, that we, being dead to sins,
should live unto righteousness. by whose stripes ye were healed. For
yewere as sheep going astray; but are now returned unto the Shepherd
and Bishop of your souls.” | Peter 2:21-25.

A shepherdisonewho caresfor sheep. If Christ isthe Shepherd, who are
the sheep? Also, what does He do for them? We will ook at Christ asthe
Good Shepherd, the Great Shepherd and the Chief Shepherd.
A. The Good Shepherd. The Lord Jesus Christ gave Himself the name,
the Good Shepherd.
“1 am the Good Shepherd: the Good Shepherd giveth Hislifefor
the sheep.” John 10:11
A good shepherd hasto be ready to give hislife for the sheep. Once
while David was a shepherd, a bear and a lion attacked the sheep.
Davidrisked hislifeto protect the sheep and killed the savage animals.
Our Lord, the Good Shepherd, gave Hislifefor us, the lost sheep.
“My sheep hear my voice, and | know them, and they follow me;
And | give unto them eternal life, and they shall never perish,
neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand. My Father,
which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man is able to
pluck them out of my Father’s hand. | and my Father are One.”
John 10:27-30.
Who then are the sheep? Those that hear His voice and follow Him
(verse 27). You can hear His voice speaking through the Scriptures.
Areyou ready to follow Him and make Him your Saviour? If so, you
will never perish nor can anyone remove you from the hand of God
the Son and the hand of God the Father. You will know that you are
one of His sheep, one of His children.
Peter tellsus:

for we know not what we should pray as we ought: but the Spirit itself
maketh intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered. And
Hethat searcheth the hearts knoweth what isthe mind of the Spirit, because
Hemaketh intercession for the saints according to thewill of God.” Romans
8:26,27.

Paul also exhorts us to help fellow believers and to be hospitable.
“Distributing to the necessity of the saints; given to hospitality.”
Romans 12:13. Peter spoke of hel ping Christiansin need: “ Use hospitality
oneto another without grudging.” | Peter 4:9.

The Apostle Paul took a gift of money from the believersin Macedonia
and Achaia to the saints in Jerusalem. (Romans 15:25-26,31). He aso
instructed the Roman Christians to receive Phoebe as saints should.
(Romans 16:2). Theword “saints’ refersto all the believersin one of these
Churches and not just a select few or a specia group.

Our Lord taught it as a doctrine and Peter said that it is the work of the
Holy Spirit. In Hisintercessory prayer in John 17, Christ prayed: “ Sanctify
them through Thy Word, Thy Word is Truth.” John 17:17

Sanctify means to set apart or make holy. God makes us saints by His
Truth, His Word. If you receive the Truth of the Son of God, and trust him
as your personal Saviour, God will sanctify you and make you a saint
positionally before Him.

We have already seen that Peter was speaking to the people of God.
About them he said: “Elect according to the foreknowledge of God the
Father, through sanctification of the Spirit, unto obedience and sprinkling
of the blood of Jesus Christ.” | Peter 1:2.

A saint isonewho has received Jesus Christ as his Saviour and has now
been set apart by God for Himself.

Sanctificationisthedaily, continuing work of the Holy Spirit, in conforming
usto theimage of Christ.

God pardons our sins because of the finished work of Christ on the
cross. The Holy Spirit comesto indwell our hearts and purifies us through
the Word of God.

Peter says we should conduct ourselves like saints and be holy in our
living. “But as He which hath called you is holy, so be ye holy in al
manner of conversation; Becauseit iswritten, Beyeholy; For | am holy.”
| Peter 1:15-16. “ Seeing then that all these things shall be dissolved, what
manner of personsought yeto beinall holy conversation and godliness.”
Il Peter 3:11.

Therefore, in order to be asaint (set apart by God), one must believethe
Truth about Christ and accept Him as Savior. The Holy Spirit will do the
work of sanctification and help us to live and behave in a manner that is
consistent to the Christian life and walk of abeliever.
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do with thee? Mine hour is not yet come. His mother saith unto the
servants, Whatsoever He saith unto you, do it.” John 2:4,5.
In thisnarrative we see:
1. Mary did not perform any miracle.
2. Peter was not asked to do any miracle.
3. Mary gave very correct counsel to the servants. “Whatsoever He
saith unto you, do it.”

All of uswould dowell to follow that same counsel of the blessed mother. I
Mary were here today, she would say the same thing. She would direct and
point all to Christ.

Are you ready to obey the Lord? First, one has to discover what He has to
say before you can know what to do! Thisknowledge comesfrom the Scriptures,
the Word of God.

B. On another occasion, Christ was very busy teaching His disciples.
Mary, His mother, and His brothers came and called for Him. The
peoplerelayed the message and Christ responded: “Whoismy mother,
or my brethren? And He looked round about on them which sat
about Him, and said, Behold my mother and my brethren! For
whosoever shall do the will of God, the same is my brother, and
mother.” Mark 3:33-35.

TheLord did not say Peter and the other discipleswere closer to Him
than Mary. Hewas saying that it wasimportant to do thewill of God.
The great passion of the Lord Jesus Christ was to do the will of His
Father. “Lo, | cometo do Thy Will, O God.” Hebrews 10:9.

The men and women that do the will of God are called by Christ,
brother, sister, and mother.

C. Peter and Mary were together when the Lord rose from the dead
and ascended to heaven. Acts 1:13 we see that Peter and the
Apostles were together in an upper room; “These all continued
with one accord in prayer and supplication, with the women and
Mary the mother of Jesus, and with His brethren.” Acts 1:14.
Thisisthelast time Mary is mentioned in the Bible. We see Peter
and read hiswriting many times but not one New Testament writer
ever mentionsMary again. Peter’s purposein writing to the Churches
was to teach them about the Lord and to whom they should pray
and obey. Again we repeat, Mary was not mentioned in this
instruction.

What did Jesus say to Mary? When Christ was aboy of twelve, He went to

Jerusalem with Joseph and Mary. When they |€eft to return to Nazareth, Jesus

stayed behind in the Temple, without the knowledge of Joseph and Mary.

Threedayslater they found Himin tr11$ Temple, conversing with the Doctors.



Mary said: “Son, why hast thou thus dealt with us? Behold Thy father and
| have sought thee sorrowing.” Luke 2:48.
Jesus answered: “How isit that ye sought me? Wist ye not that | must be

about My Father's business?’ Luke 2:49.

The Lord was not dishonoring His mother but obeying and glorifying His
Father in heaven. Jesusreturned to Nazareth with Joseph and Mary and was
submitted to them.

We have seen that the Lord said that those who do the will of God the
Father are highly esteemed by Him. You will notice that while Jesus was
agonizing on the cross He did not forget His mother. He commended her to
the Apostle John for her welfare. (John 19:26,27). John wasto take her asif
she were his mother and provide for her. John gladly did this.

After His death and His resurrection, Christ ascended to heaven and is
now seated on the right of His Father. His work on earth was finished and
now Hiswork in heaven isto intercede for those who have believed upon
Him. “Heever liveth to makeintercession for them.” Hebrews 7:25

Christ is now our Advocate and Mediator. There is none other nor is
another needed. Heis capable of doing everything that is necessary for our
salvation and our safe-keeping.

saved people can manifest the praise of God to the men and women of the
world.
Thoseto whom Peter waswriting are called:
“Begotten” or bornagain ----- | Peter 1.3

“Kept by the power of God" ----- | Peter 1:5.

These statements are true for all believers. Peter also callsal believers
saints. Thisisthe truth and is an absolute certainty.

A priest is a person who has a special position before God. In the Old
Testament certain men were dedicated to this priestly position. In the
Tabernaclein the desert only the priests could enter the Holy Place. Also,
only the high priest could enter the Holy of Holies and that was only once
ayear.

In the book of Hebrewswelearn that Christ is our High Priest. “ Seeing
then that we have a Great High Priest, that is passed into the heavens,
Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our profession.” Hebrews 4:14.

Hemadeit possible for usto have direct access to the presence of God.
“Having therefore, brethren, boldnessto enter into the Holiest by the blood
of Jesus, By a new and living way, which He hath consecrated for us,
through thevell, that isto say, Hisflesh; and having an High Priest over the
house of God.” Hebrews 10:19,20.

Peter teaches exactly the samething. He saysthat Christ suffered for our
sins so that He might bring us to God. “For Christ also hath suffered once
for sins, thejust for the unjust, that He might bring usto God.” | Peter 3:18.

Every child of God now is a priest of God. In the Old Testament only
those born into the family of Aaron could be priests. Now everyonethat is
borninto the family of God by the new birth in Christ are priests.

If Christismy Saviour, Heisaso my High Priest. | should draw near to
God in spirit and offer Him prai se and worship for having given His Son to
diefor me. | should go to theworld and tell them the gloriesof Christ. This
should beareality inmy life. My life should reveal to the world the love of
God. Inmy ownwords| cantell about the L ord Jesus Christ, theonly Savior
for sinners.

.HOW TOBE A SAINT!

Peter teachesthat all believersin Christ are priests. Paul teachesthat all
believers in Christ are saints. This is clearly revealed in Paul’s letter to
Rome, as well as in many of his other letters. “To all that be in Rome,
beloved of God, called to be saints.” Romans 1:7.

Paul teaches that the Holy Spirit makes intercession for the saints and
helpsusin our weakness. “ Likewise the Spirit also hel peth our infirmities;

How TO BECOME A
PRIEST AND A SAINT!

We have seen in the previouslesson how one can become a child of God. It
issimply by the Word of God and by faith in the Lord Jesus Christ.

Now wewill consider what Peter said through the Scriptures about who and
how a person becomes a priest. Paul and other New Testament writers also
have much to say about thistheme. Wewill not be ableto consider al the Bible
verses.

The Holy Scriptures are inspired of God. They contain the truth and only
the truth. There can be no contradiction asal of the Holy Bibleisthe truth of
God. Thisisone of the proofsthat the Bibleisthe Word of God. Thereforewe
can consider what all the writers have to say about a subject without fear of
their not being in agreement.

|.HOW TO BECOME A PRIEST!

What did Peter teach about the priests? “ Ye aso, as lively stones, are
built up aspiritual house, an holy priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices,
acceptableto God by Jesus Christ. But ye are achosen generation, aroyal
priesthood, an holy nation, apeculiar people; that ye should shew forth the
praises of Him who hath called you out of darkness into His marvelous
light.” | Peter 2:5,9.

These are the only verses in which Peter speaks of the priesthood. He
addresses those to whom he is writing as: a holy priesthood, and a royal
priesthood.

Theword “holy” means that the priesthood is composed only of saints.

Theword “royal” means the priesthood is composed only of kings.

A holy priesthood has a special place before God.

A royal priesthood has a specia place among men.

Peter says a holy priest should offer spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to
God by Jesus Christ. Peter also says that a royal priesthood should
announceto theworld the prai ses of Him who called them from darknessto
light.

How can we offer spiritual sacrifices?

“By Himthereforelet us offer the sacrifice of praiseto God continually,
that isthefruit of our lips giving thanksto Hisname.” Hebrews 13:15. All
who lovethe Lord Jesus Christ can praise God with their lipsand heart. All

How To BECOME A CHILD
OF GOD AND KNOw I T!

Would you like to become a child of God and know it? It is possible to be
born into the family of God. We will now see what Peter hasto say about this
subject.

I. HOW CAN ONE BECOME A CHILD OF GOD?

Itisonly reasonablethat God alone can make someone Hischild. We cannot

become a child of God on our own. This position or relationship cannot be

bought with money or earned by good works. Neither is aperson achild of

God simply by reason of human birth. One becomesachild of God by faithin

Jesus Christ. “For yeareal children of God by faithin Christ Jesus.” Galations

3.26.

A. TheApostle Peter said: “Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord
Jesus Christ, which according to His abundant mercy hath begotten
us again unto alively hope by the resurrection of Jesus Christ from
thedead.” | Peter 1:3. To be begotten meansto be born again. Every
person born into this world possesses the life of his parents. This
allows him to live in thisworld. Heaven is different and we need a
different kind of lifeto livethere. Thislifeisreceived only asagift
from God. “For the wages of sin is death; but the GIFT of God is
ETERNAL LIFE through Jesus Christ our Lord.” Romans 6:23.

B. To be born again, with new life, comes first by the Scriptures, the
Word of God. “Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of
incorruptible, by the Word of God, which liveth and abideth forever.
But the Word of the Lord endureth forever. And this is the Word
which by the Gospdl is preached unto you.” | Peter 1:23,25. Here
Peter affirms that we are born again by the incorruptible Word of
God. If thisistrue, then | should;

1. Read the Scriptures, the Word of God. We have already seen that
Peter believed and taught that the Scriptures were the inspired
Word of God. “Blessed ishethat readeth.” Revelation 1:3.. “Till |
come, give attendancetoreading.” | Timothy 4:13. If weread the
Scriptures carefully and prayerfully, God will speak to usthrough
them.

2. Believe the Scriptures and their teachings! Many people read the
Bible but really do not believeit or obey it. The Lord Jesus said;
“1f yeknow thesethings, happy areyeif yedo them.” John 13:17.
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3. Accept Christ as your only and all-sufficient, personal Savior.
Chrigtisalso called theWord of God. (John 1:1). If wereceiveHim
and bdievein HisName, Hewill make usachild of God. “He came
unto His own, and His own received Him not. But as many as
received Him, to them gave He power to become the sons of God,
even to them that believe on His Name. Which were born, not of
blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of
God.” John1:11-13.

[1.WHAT REALLY HAPPENSWHEN ONE ACCEPTSCHRIST?
Once, inatime of war, al the children of aking werekilled except one. A
nurse-maid rescued the small child and ran with him to asafe place. When
he grew up, he was informed that he was a child of the king. At first he
could not believe it. Papers, documents and books were presented which
proved that hetruly wasachild of theking. Thisrealization filled him with
joy and peace.

How can | be surethat | am a child of the King?

A.

If | am depending on my works, | will never be sure or secure. Our
works are not acceptable unto God. “ Therefore by the deeds of the
law there shall no flesh bejustifiedin Hissight.” Romans 3:20.

If I am depending on the finished work of Christ, | can be sure and
secure. Thework of Christ iscomplete and perfect. It wasfinished a
long time ago. Christ Himself said afew minutesbefore Hisdeath “ It
isfinished.” By thisit ismeant that everything that was necessary to
satisfy our sins before athrice Holy God, was done by Christ. God
was very pleased with what Christ did on the cross and accepted
that work. It was demonstrated by Hisraising His Son from the dead.

Does God want us to know this? Yes! John said: “These
things have | written unto you that believe on the name of the Son of
God; that ye may know that ye have eternal life, and that ye may
believe on the name of the Son of God.” | John 5:13.

Peace and joy come with the security of our salvation.
“Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with God through
our Lord Jesus Christ; By whom also we have access by faith into
thisgrace wherein we stand, and rejoicein hope of the glory of God.”
Romans5:1,2.

Peter said; “Who are kept by the power of God through
faith unto salvation ready to berevealedinthelast time.” | Peter 1:5.

God isperfectly capable of keeping and guarding us. We do
not have to depend upon ourselves to maintain our salvation or to
keep ourselves saved.
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1. WHAT HAPPENSIF A CHILD OF GOD FALLSINTO SIN?
If | am saved by thefinished work of Christ, then that means| did nothing,
asidefrom receiving Christ, to obtain my salvation. Now that | am saved,
God expects meto obey Him and behave myself asachild of God. If | am
disobedient, Hewill punish me. When | believed on Christ, He gave me
joy and peace at that time. Sin will take away that joy and peace but it
does not take away my relationship with Him asachild.

A. We are saved by GRACE and not works. “For by GRACE are ye
saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it isthe Gift of God:
not of works, lest any man should boast.” Ephesians 2:8,9.

B. A saved person should produce good works because of salvation -
not for salvation. “For we are His workmanship, created in Christ
Jesus unto good works, which God hath before ordained that we
should walk inthem.” Ephesians 2:10.

C. If wearenot obedient, God will punish or discipline us. “ For whom
the Lord loveth He chasteneth, and scourgeth every son whom He
receiveth.” Hebrews 12:6. We should not returnto our old sinor life-
style. Peter said of those who go to their old way of life: “Thedogis
turned to his own vomit again and the sow that was washed to her
wallowinginthemire.” |1 Peter 2:22. Itisamarvel ousfact tobeachild
of God and know it. Asachild, | have aloving, heavenly Father. |
have ahomein heaven where Christ will receive me. | have brothers
and sistersinthefamily of God.
