Herewelearn that to those who believe on the Son, He givesthem power to
become the sons of God. No man or religion has thisright or power. Only by
receiving Christ can we become sons of God.

“For God so loved theworld, that He gave His only begotten Son, that
whosoever believethin Him should not perish, but haveeverlaginglife’ (3:16).

Thisisone of the most well-known and one of the most important versesin
all theBible. It saysthat God |oved the world so much that He gave His Son for
us. “Hethat believeth on Him isnot condemned: but hethat believeth not is
condemned already” (3:8). “ Hethat believeth on the Son hath everlagtinglife:
and hethat believeth not the Son shall not seelife; but thewr ath of God abideth
onhim” (3:36).

“Verily, verily, | say untoyou, Hethat hear eth my word, and believeth on
Himthat sent me, hath everlastinglife, and shall not comeinto condemnation;
but ispassed from death untolife’ (5:24). Hethat hears (or reads) thewords of
Christ and believes on God possesses right now, today, eternal life, he will
never be condemned.

The disciples went to their home, and Mary Magdal ene stayed outside the
tomb weeping. Jesus spoketo her, but shedid not realizeit wasHim (v. 16).

THE DISCIPLES SEE THE LORD, chapter 20, verses19-31.

The disciples met together in an upper room with the doors closed because
they were afraid of the Jews. The Lord Jesus appeared intheir midst, showing
themthat Hewasalive. He greeted them with the words, “ Peace be unto you.”
They were very glad. Thomas was not with them at this time and did not
believethat the Lord had been resurrected. Eight daysl|ater, the Lord appeared
tothedisciplesagain. Thistime Thomaswaswiththem. TheLord presented
Himself to Thomas especially, who was smitten because of His unbelief and
cried out, “My Lord and my God.”

THE DISCIPLESGO FISHING, chapter 21.

Later the discipleswent fishing and fished all night. However, they caught
nothing. In the morning, they saw the Lord standing on the shore beside a
charcoal fire. Hetold themto cast their net on theright side of the ship. They
caught a lot of fish. Again, they recognized that it was the Lord. Jesus
prepared the fish and they ate together.

Afterward, the Lord asked Simon Peter, “ Simon, son of Jonas, lovest thou
me more than these?’ threetimes. Then the Lord told Peter, “ Feed my sheep”
(v. 15-17).

Thedisciple John wrote this book (v.24).

Christ also taught and did much more than is recorded in this book (v. 25).

BEFORE THE COMING OF THEWORD OF GOD, verses1-5

We do not know the exact date when the world was made. Thisoccurred a
longtimeago. Beforethis, the Word waswith God. TheWordisalso called the
Son of God. From the beginning, the Word was with God.

No onemade God. Hedid not have abeginning. God did not makethe Son.
The Word which in the beginning was God, isalso called the Son of God. God
made all things. All things seen and all things not seen were made by God.
Everything was made by God the Son, verse 3. Inthismanner, we seethat God
did not create the Son and that the Son made all things that exist.

TheWord isalso called Light because He shows or reveal sto men the way
to God.

WHEN THE WORD OF GOD CAME TO THEWORLD, verses6-18

When agreat king thinks of making atrip, he sends a servant or arepresen-
tative ahead to announce his coming. When God sent the Word to thisworld,
John the Baptist was sent ahead to tell the people of the coming of the Son of
God, verse 6. John was not the Light but was sent to testify of that Light. He
wanted everyoneto believe in Christ.

The world was made by Christ, the Son of God. Nevertheless, when He
came to the world, His own people did not receive Him or recognize Him.
However, those who did receive Him and those who receive Him now are made
the sons of God. To experience or receive the new birth asa son of God, itis
necessary to receive Christ. Thisis believing on His Name. All those who
believe on His name are given the power to be sons of God, verse 12. Even
though one's parents are sons of God, this does not make their child a son of
God. One cannot make himself ason of God. Thereisno one on earthwho can
make oneachild of God. Only by believing and receiving Christisonemadea
son of God.

“Being born again not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the Word
of God, which liveth and abideth for ever” (I Peter 1:23).

“Which were born, not of blood, nor of thewill of theflesh, nor of thewill of
man, but of God” (John 1:13).

JOHN SPEAKSTO PEOPLE ABOUT CHRIST, chapter 1, verses 19-34

Some men were sent from Jerusalem to ask John if he werethe Christ. His
answer was. “l amthevoice” (v. 23). Hesaid that hehad comeonly to proclaim
Christ tomen. Thenext day John saw Jesusand said, “Behold the Lamb of God
which taketh away the sin of theworld.” (v. 29). Totakeaway sin, Christ hadto
dieasalamb. HegaveHislife so that wewould not haveto diefor our sins. It
isfor thisreason that John called Jesus Christ the Lamb of God. He knew that
Christ wasthe Son of God (v. 34).

THE FIRST DISCIPLESOF CHRIST, chapter 1, verses 35-51

When John said that Jesus could take away sins, some wanted to follow
Christ. Jesus received them joyfully (v. 39). One of those was Andrew. He
brought Simon Peter to Christ (verses41 and 42).

The next day Christ saw Philip and said: “Follow me.” Philip invited
Nathanael to come and see Christ. Nathanagl recognized that Christ was the
Son of God and the King of Isragl. These men heard the call of Christ and
followed Him.

THEFIRST SIGN, chapter 2.

Jesus, His mother, Mary, and His disciples were invited to a wedding in
Canaof Galilee. Jesustook water and changed it to wine. Mary could not do
this and told the servants, “Whatsoever He saith unto you, do it” (v. 5). Jesus
did thismiracleasasignto Hisdisciplesthat Hewasthe Son of God. Later, He
performed many moremiracles.

The Lord then went to the Temple and drove out those who were doing
businessin the Temple of God. Hetold them that He would give Hislifeand
then beresurrected. Many said that they believed in His name (v. 23), but He
knew the heartsof each one. If youwill truly believein Christ asthe Son of God
and the Lamb of God, He will receive you, making you ason of God.

Lesson 11

CHRIST ON THE WAY TO THE CROSS

This lesson brings to us the death of the Lord Jesus Christ. Perhaps you
have asked yourself why would one like the Son of God haveto die. Wehave
seen that the Son of God was made flesh. He became aman so that He might
diefor men.

CHRIST BEFORE HUMAN JUDGES, chapter 18, verses 1-27.

After interceding for the disciples, Christ went to a garden to pray again.
Judas negotiated with some priests to deliver Christ into their hands. The
Lord Jesus did not resist or try to flee. He surrendered voluntarily to those
who cameto arrest Him.

While Christ was being interrogated, Peter denied the Lord three times
(verses 17, 25, 27).

CHRIST BEFORE PILATE, chapter 18, verse 18 through chapter 19 verse
16.

The Jewswanted to kill Christ but did not have the authority todo so. Pilate
wasthe Roman judge over Isragl and had the authority. Pilate, after interview-
ing Christ, was convinced that Christ was without fault and wanted to free
Him. However, the people wanted the death of Christ. They cried for the
release of Barabbas, a robber (verse 40).

CHRIST DIESON THE CROSS, chapter, 19, verses 17-42.

Christ wastaken outsidethe city. Hishandsand feet were nailed to across.
While in agony and suffering on the cross, He remembered His mother and
made provision for her (verses 26-28). Finally He cried out, “It is finished”
(verse 30), and He gave up the spirit. A soldier came and pierced His side
with aspear. Later, Joseph of Arimatheapresented himself to Pilate and asked
for the body of Jesus. Nicodemus came and helped Joseph prepare Christ’'s
body for burial and put it in anew tomb in a nearby garden.

We have seen how Judas hel ped those who hated Jesus; how the Jewswanted
the death of Jesus, and how Pilate finally turned Him over to the Jews for
crucifixion. Areyou with those who love Christ or those who hate Him?



Lesson 10

CHRIST PRAYS FOR HIS DISCIPLES

In this chapter we find the words that Christ prayed to God His Father (v.
11).

WHAT CHRIST HAS DONE FOR US, verses 1-8.

God has given power to His Son, so that Christ might give eternal life (v. 2).
God has not given this power to any other. Only Christ can giveuslife. Eter-
nal lifeisknowing the only true God and Savior, Jesus Christ, whom God has
sent (v. 3). You can know Christ by the Word and have eternal life.

Inorder to giveuslife, Christ had to give Hisown life. God established that
because of sinal had to die. We can do nothing to save ourselves. Christ has
done the work and finished everthing that was necessary to accomplish our
salvation (v. 4). God loved us so much that He put this work on His Son.

God the Father gave words to Christ to deliver to us (v. 8). Christ is the
Word of God and cameto theworld to tell us of thelove of God. Thedisciples
received the words which Christ delivered. They believed that Christ came
from the Father.

WHAT CHRIST ISDOING FOR US NOW, verses 9-21.

Christ died for our sinsand rose from the dead. Afterward, He returned to
the Father in Heaven. He is now seated at the right hand of the Father in
majesty and glory. What does Christ do now? When we finish work, we
usually rest. Jesus Christ isnow praying for those who have believed in Him
(v.9). Henever tiresor needsrest. Christ praysday and night without ceasing
for Hisown. We do not need someone elseto pray for us. We do not need a
man or woman to intercede for us. We do not need to confess our sinsto a
human being, but to God. Only God canforgivesin. JesusChrististhemedia-
tor between God and mankind.

WHAT CHRIST WILL DO FOR US, verses 22-26.

Christ loved us and died for us. Without a doubt, He wants us to be with
Him where Heis. Inverse 24, Christ prays that we might be with Him. Fel-
lowship with Christ will not be complete until we are together. Christ iscom-
ing back for us to take us with Him into the presence of the Father. Dear
Friend, if you have never received Christ asyour only, al sufficient, personal
Savior, you have no part with the Father and the Son. Why not receive Christ
today?

A RULER OF THE JEWS, chapter 3

Nicodemus was avery good man. Hewas areligiousteacher in Israel and
aruler of the Jews. He prayed every day and gave to the poor. He believed
that these thingswould please God. But Jesus, the Word of God, said, “except
aman be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.” We have seen in
previouslessonsthat aperson is made ason of God when be believesin Christ
and receives Him as his Savior. Thisiscalled the new birth becauseit occurs
at alater and a different time after our physical birth into thisworld.

Nicodemus could not understand this. However, Jesus spoke to him of the
love of God and he accepted it. Verse 16 tells us that the love of God is so
great that He gave His One and Only Son for our sins. Whoever believesthat
Jesus Christ is the Son of God receives eternal life. It makes no difference
how good or how religious a person may be or may have been, he needsto be
born again. God loves you and gave His Son so that you might have lifein
Him. Why not believe this truth and receive Him as your own personal Sav-
ior?

John the Baptist wanted all to follow Christ. Always, He glorified or gave
glory to Christ. Verse 36 tells usthat God manifests Himself against all who
do not believe His Son.

A SINFUL WOMAN ACCEPTS CHRIST, chapter 4

After this, Christ went to Samaria. Hewastired and asked awomanto give
Him water to drink. In the beginning, she was not very cordial. Hetold her
that He could give her living water. She wanted the water of life but first had
to understand that shewasasinner (v. 18). Until aperson recognizes hisneed,
he cannot cometo Christ for help. Jesustold her that Hewasthe Christ (verses
25 and 26). Sheimmediately went and told others that she had found Christ,
the Savior.

A man came to Christ and begged Him to heal his son (v. 47). The man
truly believed that Christ could meet his son’s need, and the Lord healed him.
The Son of God loves all people and gave Hislife that they might be saved.

Would you liketo experience the new birth? Would you not like to have the

Water of Life? .

We have seen that the Son of God came to the world to do the will of God.
God loveseveryone. Christ desiresto help all. Inthislesson, Christ helped a
man who had been sick 38 years and afterward fed 5,000 men.

A MAN SICK FOR 38 YEARS, chapter 5

Many sick peoplewere near apool, waiting for amoving of thewater. There
was one who could not walk and who had waited along time because he did
not have anyone to help him. However, the Son of God gave him strength to
take up his bed and walk away alone.

This caused him to rejoice, but the Jews were very upset that the healing
had taken place on Saturday, the Sabbath, the Jewish holy day. It is good
today to observe Sunday asthe Lord’s day and not work, but the Son of God
isaways ready to do good at any moment of any day and in any place. Jesus
answered that He was doing what He had seen His Father do (v. 19). The
Father loves His Son and gives Him power to raise the dead and to judge all
men (v. 20-22).

John bore witness of the truth of Christ (v. 33). The worksthat Christ did
provethat Hewasthe Son of God (v. 36). God the Father also hastestified that
Christ was His Son and the Savior (v. 37). And more yet, the Scriptures also
back up the fact that Christ is the Son of God and the Savior (v. 38 and 39).
Those who do not believe in Christ as the Son of God cannot be saved.

CHRIST FEEDSFIVE THOUSAND, chapter 6

When the people were without food, Christ took five barley loaves and two
small fish and multiplied them so therewas plenty for al. When the people saw
thismiracle, they said that He was a prophet and they tried forcefully to make
HimKing. Many today areready to follow Christ if they can receivematerial or
monetary blessings. However, Christ does not receive those who are hypo-
crites or have selfish motives or reasons.

Afterward Christ walked on the water (v. 19). no one can do such miracles
without God. For thisreason, we should listen and heed the words of Christ to
the people. Only the Son of God can give us eternal life (verses 35 and 47).
Some Jews wanted the Bread of Life (v. 34), but when Jesus spoke hard, they
did not continue (verses 60 and 66). Jesus then asked His disciples if they
would turn back also. Peter answered, “Lord, towhom shall wego? Thou, hast
thewordsof eternal life” (v. 68). “Andwebelieveand are surethat thou art that
Christ, the Son of theliving God” (v. 69). Even though there are many things
you do not yet understand, believe on Him and you will have eternal life.

In verse 13, we find that no one has greater love than he who gives hislife
for hisfriends. There are not many people who would be willing to givetheir
livesfor afriend. And an even more rare thing, Christ gave His life for His
enemies. Thelove of Christ is greater than the love of any human.

In spite of al this, many people hate God and are against His Son. He that
isagainst Godisagainst Christ. Christisthe only begotten Son of God and the
only way to God the Father.

CHRIST TEACHESTHE DISCIPLES, chapter 16

The work of the Holy Spirit isto comfort or console those who believein
Christ (v. 7). Thework of the Holy Spiritisalso to maketheworld recognizesin
(v. 8). If yourealizethat you are asinner, believein Christ now.

The Father hasgiven al thingsto the Son (v. 15). For thisreason, we know
that God lovesthe Son. Asaresult, toreceive Christisto receive God, toregject
Christistoreject God.

Againinverse 28, the Lord says clearly that He has come from the Father
and would return to the Father. Christ is the only Son of God, and He is the
only Savior of theworld. Thedisciplesbelieved that Christ knew all thingsand
had comefrom God (v. 30). Doyou believethis?

Christ gave Hislife and His blood to cleanse us from our sins. Inverse 10,
He said that whoever has been washed is clean al over. Then in verse 15,
Christ said that we should serve each other as He has given us example.

The Son of God knew who was going to betray Him and turn Him over to
thosewho would kill Him. Thiswas Judas, one of the disciples. John, another
disciple, wanted to know who it was. Hereplied that it was to be the one to
whomHegaveapiece of bread (v. 26). Peter said that hewould givehislifefor
Christ. Christ answered that Peter would soon deny Him (v. 38).

CHRIST ISCOMING AGAIN, chapter 14

When the L ord told the disciplesthat He would die, they became sad. Then
Hetold them not to be troubled and that He would come again (v. 3).

Inverse 6, the Son of God saysthat Heisthe only way to Heaven. He adds
that no one can cometo the Father except by Him. Theonly way to cometo the
Father, isthrough Christ, as Heisthe Way, the Truth and the Life. Thereisno
other way. Christ prayed to the Father to send the Holy Spirit to fill those who
had believed in Him. Afterward Heimparted to them hispeace (v. 27).

God isangry because of sin. However, if you receive Christ, God pardons
your sins. Then instead of fear, there will be perfect peace in your heart and
life. Cometo Christ now!

Christ’sbrothers (latter sons of Joseph and Mary) did not believeinHimin
thebeginning (v. 5). Hedid not go to thefeast with them. When Jesuswent to
the Temple, Hetaught (v. 14). Jesussaid, “If any manwill do Hiswill, he shall
know the doctrine, whether it be of God, or whether | speak of myself” (v. 17).
Thisis till the truth today! You can know and do the will of God!

On thelast day of the feast, Christ said He would give Water of Lifeto all
who cameto Him (v. 37). Healso said that if anyone believed on Him, rivers
of living water would flow from that person to others. No one can really be
happy without Christ. If you believe in Him, you can speak to others about
eternal life also.

Some believed that Jesuswas only a prophet, not the Christ. The Pharisees
wanted to arrest him. But when they heard Hiswords, they said, “Never man
spakelikethisman.” Do you likewhat Christ has said? Believein the Son of
God now!

CHRIST GIVESLIGHT TO THE WORLD, chapter 8

The Pharisees brought an adulterous woman to Jesus. By reason of her sin,
they wanted to kill her with stones. Christ responded by saying, “Hethat is
without sinamong you, let himfirst cast astoneat her.” Jesuswastheonly one
present without sin, but He did not condemn her. Hedid not cometo condemn
but to save, and He said to the woman, “Go and sin no more.”

Afterward, He said, “I amthe Light of theWorld.” Truelight makesussee
our sinsand shows ustheway to Heaven. We cannot go to Heaven unless our
sinsaretaken away. Christ showsusour sin but isready to take away our sin.
You can know that your sin has been taken away.

Hethat sinsisaservant of sin (v. 34). We cannot but sin. We need power
not to sin. Christ said, “The truth shall make you free” (v. 32). The Bible
gives us the truth of God and speaks of the Son of God. You are a sinner.
Believe the truth and receive the Son. You will be made free!

A BLIND MAN RECEIVES SIGHT, chapter 9

A man blind from birth had never been able to see anything. A sinner
cannot see the glory of God. He cannot find the way to God. He needslight.
When Christ gave sight to the blind man, his friends would not believe it.
They said that Jesuswas a sinner because He healed on the Sabbath (v. 16 and
24). The man was sure he had received light and that Jesus had come from
God (v. 33). The healed man was then put out of the synagogue.

Christ went to the man to help him and revealed to him that Christ wasthe
Son of God (v. 35-37). The Pharisees continued in their darkness, believing
that Christ was only aman.

THE GOOD SHEPHERD GIVESHISLIFE FOR THE SHEEP, chapter 10

Jesus is the Good Shepherd who keeps and feeds His sheep. There are
many who want to steal and scatter the sheep (v. 10 and 11). The Good Shep-
herd cares for and protects His sheep.

Christ was ready to give Hislifefor the sheep (v. 11). Hedied on the cross
for our sins. The Father loves Him because He gave His life for us (v. 17).
Christ hasthe power to give Hislife and the power to take it again. His sheep
are those who hear His voice and follow Him (v. 27).

You can be one of His sheep if you wll listen to Hisvoicein the Gospel and
respond. If youwill respond, you will possesseterna life, and no one cantake
you from the Father’s hand (v. 28,29). Christ and His Father are one.

The Jews did not believe in the Good Shepherd; but many followed Christ
(v. 42). Itisthe sametoday. Many people hear and read the words of Christ.
Some believe and are saved. Others will not believe and for this reason are
lost.
